Mayor Strand addressed the culvert by the NW lift station and the culvert by 1st Avenue NW and whether the issue had been resolved.  Discussion ensued.

Kim Shaw, from Planning and Zoning, addressed the Council regarding issues the committee is having with members not attending the meetings.  Discussion ensued.  Mayor Strand suggested having a committee set up with himself, and two Council members, to resolve the situation.

Discussion ensued regarding residents pushing snow onto city streets.  Council asked that this be added to the agenda for September.
