Regular Meeting
Monday, May 7, 2018
7:00 pm









Present: Mayor Strand.  Council Members:  Rod Hjelden, Lindsay Coca, Travis Dalby, Terry Johnson, Tammy Hein-Sack and Karla Walsh.  Also, Present:  City Administrator: Jason Vaagen; Chief of Police: Luis Coca; Public Works Director: Keith Hegney.

Mayor Strand called meeting to order at 7:00 pm.  The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.

REGULAR MEETING 
Mayor Strand called for a motion to approve April 2 and April 4 minutes. Walsh made a motion to approve the minutes. Johnson seconded. Roll Call: All-Aye.

Mayor Strand asked for a motion to approve the financial reports and other reports. Hjelden made motion to approve the financial and other reports including bills to be paid for $43,058.83 and Payroll for $45,136.20. Hein-Sack seconded.  Roll Call: All-Aye.

Unfinished Business
City Administrator updated Council regarding the bid for the SRT building by the tower.

Mayor
Mayor Strand discussed the NDLC annual conference and the room availability.  Discussion ensued.  Walsh and Hein-Sack stated they would be interested.

Walsh brought forward an ordinance to clarify the powers of the Mayor.  Discussion ensued.  Johnson made a motion to approve the ordinance revision to 4.0202(3).  Hjelden seconded.  Roll Call:  All-Aye.



Monthly Business
Heather Thorson addressed the Council regarding her taxes and special assessments.  Discussion ensued.

Planning & Zoning President Shaw addressed the Council regarding the vacancy on the board.  Jason Ogden was introduced as he has interest in the position.  Discussion ensued. Dalby made a motion to appoint Mr. Ogden to the vacant position.  Coca seconded.  Roll Call:  All-Aye.

John from Tree Monkey Tree Service addressed the Council regarding his tree service business.  He asked Council to let people know about his business.

Discussion ensued regarding the 457-Participation Resolution.  Hjelden made a motion to approve the resolution.  Walsh seconded.  Roll Call:  All-Aye.


Public Works Department
Public Works Director Hegney provided Council with updates regarding the building remodel.

PW Hegney addressed Council regarding the start of crack sealing.

PW Hegney addressed Council regarding street sweeping; he stated that Councilman Dalby got bids from Boger and Sons for $4,000.  Hegney stated he was contacted by Minot regarding a sweeper that we may be able to get.  Discussion ensued.

[bookmark: _GoBack]PW Hegney addressed Council regarding the Ottertail pickup that will be coming up for sale; he stated he would like to replace one of the other vehicles.  Discussion ensued.  Dalby and Hein-Sack stated that the only way they would support this is if we could sell the black Ford and make enough to pay for it.  Hjelden made a motion to purchase the Ottertail truck contingent on making enough on the black Ford to pay for it.  Hein-Sack seconded.  Roll Call:  All-Aye.

PW Hegney addressed Council regarding the CASE Dire States grant that Jenny and himself wrote, of which the city was awarded.  Discussion ensued.  Hegney stated some of this is contingent on getting BNSF to agree with work in their right-of-way.

PW Hegney addressed Council regarding the ENBRIDGE grant Jenny wrote for funding for the Colorimeter, of which the check was delivered today. 

Discussion ensued regarding 8th Avenue NW and when to repair the roadway.  Walsh asked that Hegney come back with cost estimates for repairing it each way for the next meeting.

PW Hegney presented Council with estimates from Keller Paving and Bechtold Paving.  Hjelden made a motion to approve the bid from Bechtold Paving for the asphalt patching.  Johnson seconded.  Roll Call: All-Aye.


Police Department
Chief of Police Coca updated Council regarding training; he stated he will be at the Chief’s meeting May 14-16 in Bismarck.  Chief Coca stated that Officer Visocsky will attend advanced investigator training in Minot at the end of May.

Chief Coca addressed Council regarding the vehicle repair estimate that was received from Northwest Tire for $1,100.  He addressed Council regarding the new vehicle bid estimate received from Westlie Motors.  Hjelden asked if there was a replacement schedule for Police Vehicles.  Hjelden asked if the department could reduce the fleet size with reduction of staff.  Discussion ensued.  

Engineer’s Report
City Administrator Vaagen updated Council regarding the Engineer’s report.  Vaagen stated that, as indicated earlier, North Prairie goes out to bid in June. 

City Administrator
City Administrator Vaagen reminded Council of the earlier deadline for the City budget.  He indicated that we will need to start meeting in July.  Council concurred to start in June.

Administrator Vaagen addressed the Council regarding getting with the Commissioners for the employee performance appraisals.  Discussion ensued.

Councilwoman Walsh discussed requests for information that have come into the City office and the excessive nature of the requests.  Discussion ensued regarding this issue.

Mayor Strand addressed setting up a TIF District Committee to gather information so that fact finding can be done.  Hjelden, Walsh and Dalby volunteered to sit on the committee.  Mayor Strand asked that it be done before the end of the week; he asked if the meeting be set for tomorrow evening.  

Ole Larsen addressed the Council and wanted to introduce Bob Paulson, who is running for the House of Representatives.  Larsen informed the Council with updates on the Oil Industry gearing back up in the west and moving our direction.  

Larsen suggested getting ahold of the state rail inspector regarding the drainage issues.  

Larsen stated that the State will be looking at cuts for the budget.

Coca made a motion to adjourn at 9:10pm.  Dalby seconded. 
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
